Hand Prints (Halloween Bat)
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Items Required:

· 2 sheets of Black construction paper (approx. 8.5”x11”)

· Eyes

· Stickers

· Googly Eyes
OR

· White Paper

· Scissors

· Pencil

· Glue

· (CD or other circular object to trace around)

Wings:

1. Take a piece of black construction paper and fold in half.

2. Trace child’s hand on the construction paper.

3. Cut out around the tracing – this should result in you having two hand prints cut out to use for the wings.


Body:

4. On another sheet of construction paper, trace around a circular shaped object – I found tracing around a CD a suitable size.

5. Cut out around the tracing – this should result in you having a circle cut out to use for the body.


Head:

6. With your remaining construction paper, trace a smaller circle – I found tracing around the inside of a roll of duct tape a suitable size.

7. Draw on small triangles for ears.

8. Cut out around the tracing – this should result in you having a circle (with triangular ears) cut out to use for the head.


Eyes:

9. For the eyes, I drew mine up on computer and printed them out on sticker paper.  You may wish to instead use googly eyes or draw eyes on a piece of white paper.  You can also paint on eyes if you wish.


Assembly:

10. Attach (glue) the wings onto the back of the body.

11. Attach to head onto the front of the body.

12. Attach the eyes onto the head.

13. Finished! Now tape your bat to the wall or window to scare your friends! 
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
